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French VC holds final close on $87 million

PARIS — I-Source Gestion, French early stage venture
capital firm focused on Information and Communication
Technologies (ICT), announced the final closing of its third
generation venture fund, I-Source 3, for a total amount of
€60 million ($87.1 million).

I-Source Gestion said its I-Source 3 fund maintains its
investment strategy by financing in lead or co-lead
emerging companies in ICT segments, including software,
multimedia, telecom, embedded systems and associated
services. The first closing of its I-Source 3 fund was in July
of 2006 for a total amount of €50 million.

"Thanks to the support of our historical investors, 
Inria-Transfert and CDC-Entreprises, and our industrial 
partner Alcatel, we attracted new French and European 
financial investors, including funds of the France 
Investissements initiative," explained said Eric Harlé,
managing partner at I-Source Gestion.

Created in 1999, I-Source Gestion is now managing 
175 million euros and has invested in 55 European
innovative start-ups such as Sequans Communications 
SA, EdXact SA, Expway, Let It Wave SA, UDCast SA, 
Movea SA, Aldebaran Robotics SAS, French startup that 
develops humanoid robots for consumer applications and 
Streamezzo.
